As soloist, Sohn has performed with the Calgary Philharmonic, Israel Philharmonic, Jerusalem Camerata, Holland Symfonia, National Orchestra of Belgium, Cleveland Chamber Orchestra, New Hampshire Symphony and Tallahassee Symphony Orchestras. He also appeared with the Boston Symphony Orchestra numerous times including its "Salute to Symphony" concerts, which were broadcast on national television. Other notable appearances include performances with the Mississuaga Symphony Orchestra, Bellevue Philharmonic Orchestra, Orchestra 'Haydn' of Bolzano and Trento (Italy), Real Filharmonia de Galicia (Spain), and the Royal Chamber Orchestra of Wallonia. 

 

Sohn has performed in recital at Boston's Jordan Hall (Centennial Concert Series), Isabella Stewart Gardner Museum, and for the Harvard Musical Association, as well at New Hampshire's Monadnock Festival and Currier Museum of Art, San Francisco's Herbst Theatre, Spain's Palacio Festivalle de Cantabria, Italy's Academia Cusano and Monteverdi Hall, and throughout Belgium and Holland, including Brussel's Theatre Royal de la Monnaie. In spring of 2007, he had successful tour throughout Germany and Israel.  In addition, he will be performing at numerous Festivals and with Orchestras throughout Canada and the United States. 

 

Minsoo Sohn was born in Korea and began piano studies at age three. He was educated mostly in the United States, studying with Russell Sherman and Wha Kyung Byun at the New England Conservatory. In addition to his triumph at the Honens Competition, he was a Laureate of the prestigious International Competitions such as  Rubinstein, Cleveland, Busoni, Santander, Queen Elizabeth Competitions.
